Code of Conduct

The following appendage to the Rules of the Bromley Green Football Club, hereinafter referred to as ‘the Club’, shall apply to all members both playing and non-playing*

At all times, officers and players shall behave in a manner that reflects the good name of the Club.  Any member contravening this directive and bringing the Club into disrepute shall be liable to suspension and/or fine or other action as may be deemed necessary by the General Management Committee in accordance with the Rules of the Club and the good name of association football in general; as laid down in the guidance provided by the Football Association and the Kent County Football Association.

Players are expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner when acting as hosts to visiting teams, supporters and officials.  On away matches or tours, all members must behave in an appropriate manner.  On the field of play, players are expected to abide by the decisions of the officials and approach all matches in a sporting frame of mind.  Whilst tolerance is part of the ethos of this Club, violence of any nature is not acceptable under any circumstances.  In very extreme cases, the Club reserves the right to terminate the membership of any person bringing the Club or game into disrepute. 

It is a condition of membership of this Club that no discrimination or prejudice whatsoever shall exist in respect of gender, age, disability, race, colour, religion or country of origin.
